Dues

Here are the year 2000 dues. They have increased slightly as we will have new costs this year for running our clubhouse. These are still some of the most reasonable dues in the city. If anyone cannot pay their dues please approach me and we can work out some type of payment plan. NO PLAYERS WILL BE ALLOWED TO PLAY THIS YEAR WITHOUT PAYING THEIR DUES OR WORKING OUT SOME TYPE OF PAYMENT PLAN.

Insurance is paid for every player when they pay their dues and playing without paying your dues (which is not an option) puts the club at risk (as well as the player). Our dues work out to less than $10 per game and the reason that we can keep it so reasonable is that we have a good relationship with Caesar’s Bingo.

Bingo

The Bingo money is extremely important and we can not jeopardize this relationship. If we lost the Bingo income our dues would increase to about $500 per player (including juniors).

In case you don’t know, we do one Bingo a month. When you work the Bingo you are eligible for a meal at the Bingo and beer afterwards (assuming you are 18 years old). Here are the year 2000 dues:

Adults- $100 before dues night (near the end of April)

$110 after dues night (you can’t play til you pay)

Juniors- $50

(You are officially a junior if you turn 21 years old in the year 2000 or are younger than 21.)
